This warns us not to place our hopes in the wealth of 
this world, but to surrender ourselves to the mercy and compassion of Christ.   

GREAT THURSDAY  �² The Passover meal (Matthew 26:17-30) [wherein Christ established the Holy Eucha-
rist.] Herein, through His holy apostles, Christ shares precious Body and Blood with us for the remission of 
our sins. Through this, Christ shares His divinity with us.
