Commemoration the 94 th Anniversary of the Armenian Genocide  

  

W e once again commemorate the unforgettable memory of our ancestors, the victims of the Armenian 
Genocide. Indeed, the year of 1915 opened the most tragic and bloody page in the history of the Ar-

menian nation as the well-organized massacres began in many parts of western Armenia, an entire nation 
was led out of their homes and cities. Families were separated from each other and destroyed. The Ottoman 
Empire had only one goal: to eliminate the whole Armenian nation, to erase the history of Armenians from

This is the second Sunday after Easter and on the Armenian Church calendar is known 
as ASHKHARAMADRAN  GIRAGI   - SUNDAY OF THE WORLD CHURCH

Sunday Bible Readings:  -  Acts 9:23-31, 1 Peter 2:1-10, John 2:23-3:12. 

 

T he term World Church refers to the church of the collective masses of the faithful, or the church given to 
the entire world. And this title was applied to the Upper Room on Mt. Zion where Christ gathered His 

disciples for the Last Supper and established the sacrament of Holy Communion, where the Apostles contin-
ued to gather and celebrate this event after the Ascension of Jesus Christ ;and where, with the new faithful 
they would pray and join in the celebration of the Holy Eucharist. The celebration/commemoration of feasts 
in the name of the Church is a practice that is unique to the Armenian Church. The foremost of these is the 
feast of the World Church, wherein the church commemorates the Upper Room as the first church, which 
became the prototype for all Christendom, and a symbol of the sanctity of the Church. This feast is also 
called Green Sunday, probably referring to the dawning of the Spring Season with the re-emergence, 
"rebirth" or "newness" of its greenery and blossoms. 

Ashkharhamadoor therefore endorses a powerful and deeply meaningful significance to our understanding
